Principal Aims and Activities

The Logierait Bridge Company was formed to protect and maintain the old former railway bridge which spans the river Tay at Logierait. The bridge is an A-listed structure and is now in the care of the local community.
During the year ended 11 October 2022 the directors have continued to undertake extensive repairs and refurbishment to ensure the safety and long term durability of the bridge and the two approach roads.
These repairs and refurbishment included remedial works to the pilasters, painting and replacement of some timbers, Some repairs were carried out on the cast iron work and two new information signs were erected.
Appointment of the Board
The directors of the company are also charity trustees for the purpose of charity law and under the company’s Articles are known as members of the Board of Directors. Under the requirement of the Memorandum and Articles of Association, one third of the elected members of the Board retire by resignation or rotation at each year’s AGM at which time those willing to continue may be re-elected. Members of the Board who served during the year are set out on Page 1.

No remuneration or expenses were paid to any member of the Board of Directors during the year.

Organisational Structure

The Board normally meets four times a year with additional meetings held as required. 
Financial Review
The company continues to be well supported by the local community and local businesses. Despite fairly large expenditure on the maintenance and repair of the bridge and its approach roads, the company has managed to generate a deficit of £1,384  (2021 surplus of £ 26,262).  

Principal Funding Sources

Income is derived mainly from subscriptions and generous donations from the local community and local businesses who are users of the Logierait Bridge. 
Investment Policy
The company annually reviews its requirements for funds necessary to cover annual running costs. Funds surplus to these requirements may be placed in bank deposits in order to maximise bank interest earned if appropriate. 

Reserves Policy

The company has set up a Contingency Reserve of £30,000 in order to meet middle, long term and unexpected larger maintenance and repair expenditure on the bridge or its approach roads.
Responsibilities of the Board
Company law requires the Board to prepare financial statements for each financial year which give a true and fair view of the state of affairs of the company as at the balance sheet date and of its incoming resources and application of resources, including income and expenditure, for the financial year.
